	Project Title: UCLan Screenwriting - Creating Characters

	Project Overview: Hi, I'm Steve Lawson, a lecturer on the BA (Hons) Screenwriting with Film, TV and Radio course at UCLan.  
The key to every story is unique and memorable characters. Characters need to be intriguing but more importantly they have to be believable. The more you know about a character the more believable they are.

Like all of us, characters act a certain way because of the life they have lived. How and where they have been brought up and the things that have happened to them in their past will determine how they feel, act and react in certain situations. Some examples to think about:
• How may a character who has been brought up in a remote village feel/act/react when arriving in a big city?
• How may a bride or groom who was jilted at the altar feel/act/react towards a new marriage proposal?
• How may someone who nearly drowned on holiday feel/act/react near open water in the future?

It is important to create a backstory for your character, this will help you to predict their feelings and behaviour. 
Some tips for creating characters:
• Goals: Main characters need a goal, something they need, something they can’t live without. They may need to rescue their child from kidnappers. They may want to date their dream partner. They may have to save the world from a meteorite heading towards Earth! Important: The goal must be extremely difficult to achieve.
• Motivations: We need to believe that the character would risk their life, humiliation, financial ruin, freedom etc. in pursuit of their goal. For example, I would believe that a parent would risk their life to rescue their child. I would believe that someone would risk humiliation in pursuit of their dream partner.
• Stakes: There needs to be something at stake should the main character fail to achieve their goal. The higher the stakes, the more dramatic/funny your story will be.
